SCC REGISTRATION…

…in 6 Easy Steps!!!

• Registration is up and ready online for the National Society of Black Engineers 
(NSBE) Region 3 Summer Camping Conference (SCC)!

• Keep in mind that there MUST be a 6 child to 1 chaperone ratio for all age groups.

• Chaperones must register students for the event.  Children cannot register 
themselves.  This will ensure that all participants will be accounted for.

• Parental Permission forms will be available to download on the NSBE On-line (NOL) 
website.

Here are the registration instructions (w/notes).  If you do not have internet 
access, please contact your PCI chair or a chaperone to assist you.

1) Go to https://nol.nsbe.org/events/EV04EventDetail.aspx?eventID=3323 (this will  
take you to the SCC registration site).

1a) The registration site illustrates many of the conference highlights.

2) Sign up your child (and their friends!) for a NSBE-Online (NOL) account; this can be 
done by following step one.

2a) Once their NOL account has been created, click the óMembershipôtab to join 
NSBE, Jr. as a member of your local chapter or as a Region 3 At-Large member.

3) Logout, then set up your own (i.e. chaperones) NSBE-Online (NOL) account.  If you 
are not a chaperone, please contact your PCI chair to assist with registration.

Chaperone Note: chaperones do not have to join NSBE (although it would be nice). If you 
prefer not to join, simply click the NOL óNon-Memberô tab (it only takes a minute).

4) Register for the 2008 Region 3 Summer Camping Conference (if you don’t see it, 
click the óEventsôtab)

Chaperone Note: chaperones MUST register first for the conference before registering 
and NSBE, Jr. members!

5) Add/link your kids (or additional chaperones)!!

Chaperone Note: simply begin typing their name and the database will find their 
name...then click the name once it is found!

5a) Please take a minute to edit each participant’s 
registration form. This can be done by managing your 
linked registrations. By doing this, we will be 
knowledgeable of T-Shirt sizes or dietary restrictions.

6) Make payment and confirm (you can either pay now 
or later, but keep in mind that payments must be made 
before deadlines to keep any discounted rates).

6a) For individual payments, the child must login under 
their own account, go to the óAccounting/Paymentsô tab, 
and click on ‘View Account Historyô.
